Addendum #1: Property to Stay on The Rented Premises

This Addendum is part of the Rental Agreement, and its purpose is to make certain to all parties of the Rental Agreement
which personal property will stay with the rented Premises during the period that the Rental Agreement is in force, and un-
der what conditions. This Addendum is not meant to modify or replace the Rental Agreement or any other written agree-
ment between the Landlords and Tenant(s). This agreement fully includes but does not individually list all structures and
fixtures (e.g. overhead fans, faucets, etc.) that are normally not removed by Tenant(s). By signing this Addendum, Tenant(s)
and Landlords agree to all of the following:

(1) All of the items are on the Premises when this Addendum is signed and are in good working conditions.

(2) The items being left on the Premises are the personal property of the Landlords, and that no transfer of property rights
of any of these items to the Tenant(s) is intended or has resulted unless separately agreed to in writing.

(3) The Tenant(s) agree to take reasonable care of all of these items, subjecting them only to their normal uses, wear and
tear. “Normal uses” are limited to those uses and operations for which the item was designed, built, sold and installed for,
and which a warranty would normally apply if the item was still under warranty, and excludes neglect.

(4) If an item* becomes broken, damaged or lost, stolen or vandalized, Tenant(s) agree to repair or replace the item at
Tenant(s) own expense within thirty (30) days with the same type of item of comparable or greater value. *Exception: Land-
lords will repair or replace (with an item of the same or similar type and of the same or greater value) at their own expense
fixture items that become broken due to normal use, wear and tear (e.g. dishwasher, disposal, sink R.O. unit, air condition-
ing, furnace), however, Landlords reserve the right to remove a fixture or non-fixture item owned by them and not replace
it with a compatible item if the item is not required for the safety and health of the residents. Landlords will reasonably at-
tempt to notify Tenant(s) in writing at least ten (10) days before removing an item.

(5) If the Tenant(s) no longer needs a non-fixture item owned by Landlords, then Tenant(s) must notify Landlords in writ-
ing and Landlords have thirty (30) days in which to remove the item. If the item is not removed within 30 days, or the Land-
lords provide their written permission, Tenant(s) may dispose of the item. If the item is serviceable or reasonably repairable,
Landlords may require that Tenant(s) donates the item and obtains and provides to the Landlords a donation receipt. After
seven (7) days of written notice to the Landlords about the need to remove an item, unless the Landlords object in writing,
Tenant(s) may at their own expense safely and temporarily remove the item from its normal location on the Premises and, if
the item is normally not one stored and used outside, store the item within the home, back porch or shed covered in plastic
and protected from water and weather exposure (if the item is normally stored and used outside, it may be stored in the
backyard or shed, but no item can be stored in the carport or front of home).

(6) If an item becomes broken, damaged, disposed of, removed, not removed, repaired, not repaired, replaced, not re-
placed, updated/upgraded, not updated/upgraded for any reason, Tenant(s) shall not abate or attempt to abate rent unless
the item cannot be reasonably repaired or replaced and the item is required for the health and safety of the residents as pro-
vided for by the New Mexico Uniform Owner Resident Relations Act.

(7) From time to time, Landlords may upgrade or update items, or replace items with better quality, new, newer, similar
or different items. No such change will cause an increase or decrease in rent.
